Coaches Corner

General Information:

· All coaches must be 18 years of age or older and complete a volunteer disclosure form.

· Coaches must wait at the field until all the players have been picked up.

· At any sign of lightening or severe weather, all players must be removed from the field.

· Swearing, hitting, or demeaning kids by coaches and other players will not be tolerated.

· Use of alcohol by coaches in front of the youth will not be tolerated.  

Licensing:

· The Nevada Soccer Club will pay licensing fees for coaches participating in the Iowa Soccer Association courses for U6/U8/U10 or G Level Certification.    Level E and D courses require a further commitment to coaches and willingness to conduct a clinic for coaches in Nevada.

· Costs for other clinics, classes and symposiums may be reimbursed if approved by the Nevada Soccer Club prior to the class being taken and with proof of attendance.

Playing Time:

· All players on teams in the U14 age groups and younger shall play at least one-half of the game.  

· All players on teams in the U15 through U19 age groups shall play at least one-third of the game.  The only exception is for disciplinary reasons. 

· These guidelines do not apply for tournament games.

Practice Areas:

· Suggested practice areas are:

Herrington Park

Mardene Park

4-H grounds

Kiwanis Park

Herrington Park

· The SCORE fields are for game use only and not available for practice.

· If the fields are muddy, limit your practice to grassy areas.

Referees:

· Coaches are asked to treat all referees with respect.  

· Problems with the referees should be addressed with the Referee Manager after the game and not the referee.

Rescheduling Games:

· If two coaches agree to reschedule a game, it shall be the home team coach’s responsibility to contact (1) the Referee Manager, (2) the team members, and (3) the other coach and team members of the change.  

· Teams forfeiting two or more games may not be allowed to participate the following season.

Score Reporting:

· All U12 and above coaches need to call the score of your game into the League Representative by Sunday night after the game and submit the final score sheet at the end of the season.  These scores are used to assign team points for later placement.
